He also found many other chameleons during their safari, huge Oustalet©s 
chameleons, enigmatic stump-tailed chameleons and colourful panther 
chameleons.  

The colour range of all these creatures was huge and their scaly skins 
seemed to radiate out into circular patterns.  Considering this I decided that 
perhaps a ‘clam shell’ or ‘New York’ beauty method patchwork or piecing 
may lend itself nicely to these wonderful creatures.   

To accompany the series there is of course the obligatory new book, which 
was taking pride of place in the book store when we visited one lunch time.  
Obviously to promote this and the whole series of books, editions of 
Attenborough’s other books were built in piles around the star attraction.   

I then realised just how much this man has managed to accomplish and 
indeed I think he would have made Darwin very proud.  Each book is a 
great inspiration and I would highly recommend a browse through these 
wonderful books in order to gain some thoughts and ideas for our feature 
category at the show. 

I hope we too do Darwin proud, as well as Attenborough in showing LIFE 
ON EARTH.

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Karen Llewellyn-Parsons visits Christine Scott in Canada 
 

Karen visited me in little London, Ontario, Canada in September 2007 
and we had a fantastic time together. We went to three quilt shows: one 
in Stratford that is a yearly event held to raise money for breast cancer 
research. In the five years that it has been held it has grown in leaps and 
bounds with well over 300 quilts being donated about half  of the quilts 
are hung in Stratford and the rest are divided into four lots and are sent 
to various cities across Canada. In October two auctions are held one in 
the west and one in the east and in November a gala dinner and auction 
is held in Stratford.  The second quilt show was part of a fall agriculture 

show. The venue was an outside marquee but it was very windy and everything was getting blown 
around. The third show was a joint effort between six local quilt guilds and held in a lovely sports 
complex.  All three shows were enjoyable and we got lots of ideas! 
We also went to sixteen quilt shops so were able to ‘shop till we dropped’ and we did!! 
We also went to two guild meetings and admired the speaker’s quilts. The first one was an eclectic 
display of quilts that showed how the quilter©s style developed through the years. At the second meeting 
the quilter is well known locally for her miniature and tiny quilts.  We also went to one of my favourite 
quilt shops were we saw Patti Carey (designer and marketing person for Northcott fabrics) and her latest 
quilt designs, (when does Patti sleep?) 
We also managed to do the tourist bit and visit Lake Erie, Lake Huron and Niagara falls.  While in 
Niagara we went on the ‘Maid of the Mist’ boat and behind the Horseshoe Falls. We spent most of the 
time getting wet, drying off and getting wet again.

Sleeving our Quilts 
  
With the thought of finishing, or maybe just thinking about quilts for September 2008, I though the 
following may be useful information for new exhibitors. I know I did many things incorrectly and now try 
really hard to obey the rules and my quilts do hang more accurately. 
  
The reason - to make a smooth, even tube of fabric, this is to protect the back of the quilt and stitches 
and to hold the hanging rod or batten to be threaded easily. 
  
Fabric to use -100% cotton, not a mixture of fibres. New fabric should be soaked then washed to clear 
dressing and if necessary shrink the fabric. Sometimes old used fabric can be used. 
It is best to use white sheeting, unbleached cotton muslin or calico. This will mean that there are no 
colours to run by accident. However, a sleeve of the backing fabric can be used which of course, would 
have already been washed!! 
  
Thread - For new quilts it is probably best to use the type of thread used when sewing the quilt. For 
antique quilts cotton thread or fine polyester thread is used, being careful not to cut into the old fabric. 
  
Cutting the fabric - the fabric can be cut lengthways or crossways grain. I have found whichever seems 
less piecing and the most economical. 
  
Sleeve - cut a strip 8 ¾ “wide and about 1" shorter than the width of the quilt top.  Fold the strip in half 
lengthways and use 1/2" seam allowance.  Turn in the ends of strip and stitch on the outside. 
  
Attaching to the quilt - Centre the sleeve along the back of the quilt, approximately 1" below the top 
edge of the quilt. Pin the sleeve straight even if top of quilt is slightly wavy as you want to ensure that 
quilt hangs straight.  Slip stitch the top edge of sleeve in place, being careful not to stitch through to the 
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front. Make good size stitches into the wadding to help support the weight. Slip stitch the bottom edge, 
making sure that the sleeve is not too tight. 
  
I hope this may be of use. I know I have found huge stitches on the front of the quilt and made some too 
narrow for the battens to pass through. These suggestions may help you not to make the same mistakes 
- Happy quilting and sleeving!!

The icing on the cake is on Tuesday afternoons in the Spring and Summer when many local quilt groups 
have been invited to sew for the afternoon in this lovely room, to chat to the people wandering around 
and to prove that quilting is still very much alive. 
 
Weston quilters went in April last year and had a really pleasurable afternoon. Visitors to the house were 
really interested in the quilts we were making, looked at our display and stopped to chat and exchange 
stories. It was amazing how many men found time to come and see what we were doing and really 
showed an interest. 
 
The staff at the house looked after us well and as there were enough of us  we took it in turns to go off 
and look round the house and garden (lovely herb garden with very reasonably priced plants), the 
annexe where there is a good selection of books (,quilting and other),and  a special exhibition. 
The restaurant had a good selection of snacks for lunch and the coffee was good. A quiet afternoon with 
no jobs to do and no interruptions.  What more did we want! 
 
We have been invited to go and sew again this year on April 15th.and are looking forward to another 
lovely day out.
