1. All entries should be made from three
layers of fabric, stitched together.

2. Pieces should not have been previously
exhibited in North Somerset.

3. A 4" sleeve must be sewn to the back of all
entries to facilitate hanging.

4. All entries must have a label securely sewn
to the back with the maker’'s name and title
of quilt.

5. A fee of £5.00 per entry is required. Should
the piece not be hung for any reason, such
as limited space, the entry fee will be
returned.

6. Each exhibitor will receive one free ticket to
the show.

7. A separate entry form must be completed
for each entry.

INSURANCE

Every care is taken to ensure the safety of
entries. However, we advise entrants to ensure
their quilts are covered by their household or
other insurance.
